The hardness level in hot tub water should always be 
between 150 to 250 ppm.

The hardness level is determined by the amount of calcium in your water. It’s more common to have a low hardness level than a high one.

An improper hardness level can cause increased foaming, cloudy water, and if left uncorrected it can cause damage to your spas equipment and even create scaling on your spa shell surface.
